Honda 4-stroke Outboard Motor

Pre-operation checks

1. Check the engine oil level (dip stick).

2. Ensure that the engine cover is locked on (latch at rear of engine cowl).

3. Check the fuel level in gasoline tank (if low, refill).

4. Check that the fuel line connections at BOTH ends are securely snapped into place.

5. Open the fuel vent knob 2 or 3 turns on fuel tank filler cap.

6. Make sure that the fuel hose is not pinched (J24s !!).

7. Squeeze the primer bulb in the fuel line 2 or 3 times until it feels firm.

8. Check for fuel leaks.

Starting the engine

1. Ensure that the red emergency stop clip is installed on the throttle arm.
2. Place the gear shift leaver in “neutral”.
3. Rotate the throttle grip to the “start” position.

4. Pull out the choke knob if the engine is cold.

5. Pull the starter cord slowly until resistance is felt and then pull briskly. (Pull as straight out (NOT up) as possible).
6. Once the engine starts, slowly push in the choke knob as the engine warms up.

7. Confirm that the engine oil pressure light (green) is lit.

8. Confirm that the cooling water “telltale” stream is flowing from the engine.
